Building progress

Our new village hall building continues to make

good progress — the work is mostly inside the

building now, and the heating system is

installed and being tested. Work is moving at a

rapid pace to fit out the internal facilities,

including kitchen, changing rooms and toilets.

The weather will dictate progress on the car

park, MUGA and external grounds work.

Work will start in the new year on levelling the

playing field for the new pitch positions. During this time areas of the field will be fenced off for ground work
and grass re-seeding. We hope that regular walkers here will be patient during this time.

You may have enticed a ton of wildlife last summer, but
if you disrupt shelters during winter, it just won’t return
next year.

So, don’t go wading in at this time of year, keep gardening
but tread delicately.
