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MARCHAM PARISH COUNCIL
Functions of the County Council, Vale
of White Horse District Council and
Parish Council
With so many different Councils including
Boroughs and Unitary Authorities, it can
often be confusing as to which Council has
responsibility for what items. In Oxfordshire
there is the County Council, 5 District
Councils and over 300 parish/town councils
and parish meetings. To help guide residents
to find who to contact when they have an
issue, the following information may be
helpful. The County Council manages
county wide services such as education, social
care, highways, fire services, some strategic
planning and overall waste management.
In our area the District Council is the Vale
of White Horse, and that Council, whilst
managing some of its functions jointly with the
adjacent South Oxfordshire District Council,
is responsible for planning applications,
collecting the council tax, recycling and waste
collections, environmental issues, housing,
some benefit assessments, and licensing.A
Parish Council helps with a number of
local issues and in Marcham, manages the
cemetery, the allotments, the play area and
undertakes grass cutting in the village. It also
owns the new village hall which it has leased
to Marcham Community Group.
If you have a query relating to local
government matters then you can contact
your local elected representatives.

Annual Meeting of Electors
This is a public meeting open to all electors in
the parish. They are entitled to attend and ask
questions or raise issues affecting the parish.
There is usually a guest speaker on a topic of
local interest and reports from local village
organisations such as the Parish Council and
Primary School. Unfortunately, the meeting
has not been able to be held for the past 2 years
owing to Covid. The Council is currently
looking at arranging the event for this year,
and has provisionally booked the village hall
for Tuesday 17th May at 7.30 p.m. So please
put this date in your diaries.
Consultation Documents
The Parish Council is taking part in
consultation by the County Council on its

Transport Connectivity Plan, and by the
District Council on its joint design guide
with South Oxfordshire, and has submitted
comments on both documents. In regards
to transport, it seemed unclear how local
businesses would be supported, as a major
push for using public transport would impact
trades who use vehicles for work. The
document also did not take into account the
fact that there may be no practical reduction
in the actual number of vehicles, or new
types of vehicles such as electric. Residents
would still use vehicles for essential visits to
supermarkets, hospitals etc.

In regards to the planning design guide, it was
thought that adequate parking spaces should
be a key focus as should electric charging
capacity. There seemed to be no reference to
local styles being included to allow for slight
differences in different parts of the Vale.
There seemed to be no recognition of an
increase in working from home, and therefore
no recognition of the need for pre-installed
electrical connectivity such as fibre, or
electrical charging capacity at new dwellings.
It was thought that housing should be located
close to office hubs and employment areas. No
reference was made to recognise the impact of
flooding such as designs for water absorption
to reduce fast run-off. There was no reference
to acknowledging Neighbourhood Plans in
the design process, and the need to take these
into consideration from an early stage.
Planning applications

The Council has considered the following
planning application:

P21/V3498/HH Single storey, flat roof,
garden room comprising sauna, changing
room and toilet/shower, with decking at
Beechfield House, Woodside. The Council
requested that the tree screen remain, and that
the building be used solely as ancillary to the
main dwelling.

The Lost Villages of Oxfordshire
Dr Muriel Pilkington

The Lost Villages of Oxfordshire is based on the fact that there
are nearly one hundred Oxfordshire villages mentioned in
Domesday Book and in the records of the 12th and 13th centuries
which have been lost. They have completely disappeared or are
now just preserved in the name of a street or a few buildings-
sometimes a church, a farm or just some ruins and ridges.

Muriel Pilkington will try to explain why this has happened and
she willlook at the main reasons why rural Oxfordshire remained
a poor county right into the 19th century. It is really only in the
recent past that it has become relatively more prosperous.

Jeffery “Jeff” Burley was born in Portsmouth, and attended
Portsmouth Grammar School
Universities.

and later Oxford and Yale

After a period working in Africa and then in the British army, he
spent much of his professional life back in Oxford, as Professor of
Forestry, a Don of the University and Fellow of Green Templeton
College. He was President of IUFRO, the world forestry body, for
five years. He was a prolific author and editor and his heavyweight
contributions to global forestry can be found on shelves around
the planet. Amongst his multiple recognitions, he was awarded a
CBE by the Queen for services to forestry. He worked in over 100
countries during his career.

Jeff took home life seriously too, including his contributions to
the local community. A stalwart of Tubney Church, he and his
wife Jean, who survives him, were also involved with the local
council and neighbourhood watch. The door to their historic house
in Frilford was always open to friends, and to visitors who had a
particular matter to discuss. Jeff’s wise head and acute political
acumen often allowed folk to leave with a solution to hand.

Jeff had known for two years that he had cancer spreading and bore
the entire horrible process in a wholly dignified and uncomplaining
manner. He died peacefully at home with his family by his side.
His funeral and cremation were held on the 20th January at Tubney
Church and Garford Crematorium respectively. His ashes will be
interred at Tubney.

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

FULL COUNCIL...16TH FEBRUARY

You may remember that when the present administration took over

the Vale of the Whitehorse District Council in 2019, it inherited a

large deficit (£3m+ over the medium term Financial Plan)- not a

happy position to be in. So, at full council on 16th February, it was

very pleasing for the leader to announce:

“One of my top priorities has been getting this council’s finances

under control. Despite a backdrop of real terms cuts in government

funding (6.2%), ongoing Covid related costs and losses, the budget
for 2022/23 as approved this evening is a significant step towards
financial stability. Our medium-term financial plan no longer runs

out of money in 2024”

“Officers and Cabinet members have worked together to identify

significant savings without impacting delivery of services to the

public. I am really pleased that this work will enable us to invest
more in our corporate plan priorities and infrastructure such as
leisure and open spaces for residents across the district.”

PROJECTS

Spending has been allocated to areas identified as important to

residents in the Vale’s new Corporate Plan and will be funded

through a combination of housing developer contributions (CIL
and S106) and the council’s own reserves. Projects include:

e £525,000 on environmental projects including a Syear
programme of Climate Change grants and for tree planting
across the Vale

e £1,572,000 for leisure projects in Faringdon, Wantage,
Abingdon and Botley

e £450,000 on improvements to play areas and open spaces
e £185,000 to upgrade CCTV to state-of-the-art technology
e £328,000 for resurfacing and better lighting in public car parks.
As cabinet member for Climate Emergency and the Environment,
I am particularly pleased that we have signed off a Climate Action
Plan, setting out steps we are taking to make this council carbon
neutral by 2030. Also, we have allotted £50,000 to our new Climate
Action Fund this year and are planning to put this same amount in
the next 4 budgets. This grant will be open for applications from
Wednesdayl4th March and will run for 6 weeks, so if you have a
project which will help combat the Climate Change and increase
people’s awareness and knowledge of the Climate emergency,
please do apply for funding via your parish council. The work
could focus on areas such as the natural environment, energy, waste
and consumption, or transport and travel. For example, you may
want to plant a patch of ground for community vegetables which
are appropriately labelled. And do let your friends and neighbours
know about this grant.

COUNCIL TAX

It is never an easy decision to raise the council tax, but after much

thought and discussion it has been decided to raise it by £5 this

year. The Vale has one of the lowest council tax rates in the country
for a district council, charging only £146.69 per annum to each

Band D household for the services it provides, which is more than

25 per cent lower than the national average.

CAR PARKING

Important measures to make parking more sustainable in the Vale

of White Horse will be introduced. Council taxpayers have been

subsidising district council car parks for many years now, with the
service typically running at a loss of about £300,000 a year. The
shortfall has now risen to almost £450,000 following the Covid-19
pandemic. As a result, it has been agreed to take a significant step
to reducing our car parks deficit and to move towards making
this service financially viable. Like South Oxfordshire, the Vale
carparks will now offer one hour of free parking, a reduction from
the current two hours each day, so local businesses will still remain
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supported. A new charge of £1.50 will apply for up to a further
two hours (except for Southampton Street car park in Faringdon).
Current fees across all car parks will also rise by 40p.

It is worth pointing out that the Vale’s fees remain cheaper than
many other areas, including Oxford, Swindon and Newbury, and
usage of the carparks will be monitored to see if these changes have
any impact on the number of people visiting our towns.

As a final point on carparks, to improve the management of them
and help meet demand, all new and renewed permits will be non-
transferable and therefore only valid for the
specific car park for which they are issued.

COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

For the past 15 years, my colleague, Clir Bob Johnston of
Kennington and Radley has been trying to persuade me to explore
Thrupp Lake as a haven of peace and wildlife. This last Valentine’s
weekend, my wife and | went on a bicycle ride to see if he was
right. In spite of the mud and rain, we thoroughly enjoyed the
journey and would recommend it to anyone on foot or bicycle.
Living next door to Sutton Wick gravel pits, as we do, still a major
active quarry site, it was great to imagine how our area might look
after many years of restoration.

Havens of peace are in short supply in my own area at present.
With the threat of the Thames Water Reservoir, whose banks may
well cast early evening shadow over Drayton, and the proposed
HIF1 Road between Sutton Courtenay and Appleford potentially
affecting traffic, noise and air quality in both villages, peace, quiet
and wildlife could all become distant memories. The two projects
together have a cost tag amounting to billions and dwarf any other
projects in the whole of Oxfordshire. It begins to feel that the
infrastructure gods have got it in for us. Decisions on both will be
made in the next few months.

Inthe case of the Reservoir, itisimportant that all those of us who have
views on the need and advisability of the scheme should engage with
and support GARD* — the group of scientists who believe there are
better options, and also respond to the Thames Water consultation.
Silence from local residents can be used as acquiescence by those
who wish to see these schemes coming about.

In the case of the HIF Rd, please engage with your Parish Council
and write in to OCC**, the planning authority, with your views on
this scheme. | am aware, from residents who contact me, that there
is a great deal of concern over already growing noise disturbance
from Appleford Sidings. Few complaints have been received by
the environmental health team so far, so please write in to them
with your concerns if you have them. Given the potential addition
of noise from the HIF road together with any reverberation from
the banks of the proposed flyover, it is essential we have a full
understanding of the present baseline noise levels before we inflict
any more on local residents. In the end, it will be the data which
decides if, when and how these massive projects materialise. The
more data we can give them, the more we will be heard.

MP’S REPORT

I took part ina productive meeting regarding the proposed Abingdon
reservoir (which continues to be an odd name for it given where
it is actually proposed to be located) with GARD and other local
politicians. | know that not everyone who writes to me feels the
same about the proposal, but it continues to be true that Thames
Water have failed to adequately make the case for the reservoir,
or to demonstrate they have properly considered alternatives or to
show they have truly measured the environmental impact of it. I’ll
be using my platform in Parliament to try and ensure we can get
better answers to the questions local residents have.

I’d much prefer to spend all of my time on infrastructure that people
actually want, like Grove Station and improved health facilities. I'm
having discussions in Parliament about how to fix the fact that our
population has fast outgrown our infrastructure, particularly our GP
surgeries. This is a constituency-wide issue although it’s particularly
frustrating to hear the long-overdue GP surgery on Great Western
Park is still no further forward, despite assurances 1’d be given by
local health leaders at a meeting | chaired in September. It’s very
difficult to understand what is so difficult to deliver this, as both
council leaders and health leaders say they’re supportive and it was
part of the original proposal for the development. It won’t solve the
problem we have by itself but it is the minimum we need to ease a
bit of the pressure in the Didcot area.

For what it’s worth | think we should be very proud of the role the
UK has been playing in trying to support Ukraine in this period.
No-one wants to see a war and if one happens it will be due to
unprovoked aggression from Russia, rather than anything Ukraine
has done. In addition to warning Putin of the consequences should
he attack, we’ve been providing training and capacity-building
through Operation Orbital which has helped to train over 20,000
Ukrainian personnel as well as provide anti-armour weaponry and
encouraging other countries to take a more robust response. Having
attended a session with the Ukrainian Ambassador in Parliament, |
know our efforts are appreciated.

It’s not often one of our councils makes it into the national news
and for Oxfordshire County Council, it’s unfortunately not for the
right reasons! | have nothing against anyone deciding to choose
veganism if that’s what they want to do, but eating vegan meals
should be just that, a choice. It does not help the environment if we
shun locally reared meat in favour of imported meat or imported
avocados. We have many farmers in this constituency and across
Oxfordshire who produce high-quality meat yet often struggle
to make a living. | regularly visit farms and it is very hard work
for small profits; they are frequently subject to theft and abuse/
vandalism from animal rights activists. They deserve our support
and I hope the Council will reconsider.

Thank you to everyone who came along to our public meetings. It
has been great to be able to update you on the latest plans and to
get your ideas on more ways to fight this mega reservoir.
Meetings with MPs and Councillors

Huge thanks to Councillor Sally Povolotsky for pulling together a
zoom meeting with MPs David Johnston and Layla Moran and a
multitude of councillors from the Vale of the White Horse District
Council and Oxfordshire County Council. All voiced support for
GARD and it was great to hear the leader of OCC, Cllr Liz Leffman,
update us on the ways in which OCC plan to make sure local
government and residents views are properly reflected in water
plans for the region.

THE CURRENT CONSULTATION

The southeast water plan is being developed by Water Resources
Southeast (WRSE - a group comprised only of water companies).
Unsurprisingly, the plan favours their profits over customers and
local residents. After years of saying the Thames Valley is the most
water stressed region of the UK, WRSE now plan to sell water out
of the region for profit - so the reservoir isn't just for London as we
have always been told.

We asked the adjacent grouping, Water Resources East, why they
weren't offering water transfer to the southeast. Their answer:
WRSE had independently concluded they didn’t need it. How
can it be cheaper to spend £2-3 billion on a reservoir than simply
connecting to WRE?
